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Physical Development:


This half term the children will be developing their jumping skills in PE by focusing on range of ways to jump, move and develop their hand and feet coordination. We will move to working together to create short sequences of different kinds of jumping. At school we promote independence through supporting skills such as getting dressed for PE (please note a PE kit should now be in school each week). Throughout our provision, children will get the chance to develop their fine motor skills and hand strength through dough disco, scissor cutting activities, pencil control and letter formation and using lots of different tools for creating art work. 








Maths: White Rose


There will be a focus on doubling and sharing this half term. The children will explore double facts to 10 and how to share quantities. Children will begin to notice that when we share certain amounts they can share them fairly and make equal groups and sometimes they have some left over. This will then lead into learning what odd and even numbers are.  We will also look at more areas of spatial learning, introducing directional language and creating maps to see where objects are in relation to each other. Throughout the half term children have access to a Maths table with a wide range of concrete resources. Your child’s Maths home learning book gives them a chance to consolidate these skills and is a great way for you to support them at home.

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Communication and Language:


To help develop the children’s communication and language skills, we have picked some key texts as part of our topic to stimulate discussion and questions. Repeated phrases give children the chance to participate in story time and familiarise themselves with the books. Our home corner is continuously set up in provision and is currently outside to make the most of the warmer weather. Children are also encouraged to manage small, familiar activities themselves (such as taking turns on the bikes with a waiting area and a timer) to develop their communication skills. We will also be continuing to use Makaton in school to support our children’s vocabulary through word of the week, which can be found on the Makaton website and during story sessions to promote use of conjunctions and comprehension skills. Topic specific Makaton signs will also be introduced throughout our topic sessions and in story time. 























Phonics and Literacy: Read Write Inc.


This half term we have started with a phonics assessment to make sure we are meeting the needs of all our pupils in these last few, crucial weeks of Reception. Some children will be continuing to consolidate their recognition of the set 1 phonic sounds from our Read Write Inc. scheme.. Practising blending will be a key skill we continue to focus on this half term. Some children will be using their reading skills to improve their fluency of reading whole words and sentences including knowledge of ‘Red’ or ‘Tricky’ words. This may include using a Read Write Inc. book introduced during lessons to consolidate learning at home (purple books). To encourage further writing key vocabulary is used in our topic and RE lessons and opportunities given in target work for children to write down their ideas and thoughts. We have chosen some key texts to support our topic; such as ‘Sharing a Shell’, ‘Billy’s Bucket’, ‘The Snail and the Whale’ and ‘Shark in the Park’. St Ann’s Library are visiting school on the 21st June to do another fantastic story session with both classes which we are really looking forward to. You can help your child with their reading through their sounds book and reading books and other specialised phonics materials which may be sent home to support your child. Trying to spot familiar sounds and words in the environment around them (such as signs, labels and leaflets etc) is a great way to give their reading skills wider context and continue to revisit their phonic knowledge over the summer holidays.

RE: Come and See


Our two topics this half term are Friends and Our World. We will be consolidating our understanding of what makes a good friend, learning about who Jesus’ friends were and that Jesus gave us a rule for friendship: love one another. We will then move on to our final topic of the year Our World. This final unit is always supported by wonderful resources from CAFOD and will help the children understand the wonder and beauty of our world, how we need to look after it and why. We will be looking at the creation story and the children will have opportunities to retell the story and complete crafts based on the 7 days of creation.





Personal, Social and Emotional/ PSHE – 10:10, SCARF, Ted and Jed and Project Evolve


This half term children will be focusing on how they are part of different communities. We will be thinking about themes such as home, parish, school, duty of care and how we can look after our communities. Collective worship is a large part of school life and as well as assemblies, the children will continue to plan weekly collective worship sessions with our lovely Year 6 helpers to learn more about God’s word and how we can live this out in our daily lives. Last half term we looked at managing online information and what counts as sensitive/personal information. This half term we will take this a step further and look at privacy and security online.











Expressive arts and Design:


The arts and craft corner in our provision is always set up for children to express themselves and get creative. Throughout our topic children will be given the opportunity to use playdough, paint, crafting materials, use scissors and glue and do paper crafts. We think that the sea and all it’s incredible creatures will really inspire the children this half term. We can’t wait to see what they produce!





Understanding the world:


As part of our topic we will be exploring under the sea animals this half term. Thinking about what they look like and how we could label them. Some have eyes, some have tails, some have more than two legs! We will be exploring different habitiats from the sea shore to the sea bed and will even be learning about pirates towards the end of the school year! How exciting. By supporting children in investigating the natural world around them we will be enabling them to know some similarities and differences between that and contrasting environments, drawing on their experiences and what has been read in class.

Characteristics of Effective Learning: Lenny Lions Zoo

These abstract concepts will be reinforced with access to cuddly toy versions of the animals to help the children understand where they might be able to try something new. Maybe they will find creative chameleon in construction or exploring elephant on the Maths table!














Outdoors:


Our children are given daily opportunities to consolidate their learning through outside experiences. This is so important in the EYFS stage. Children take part in self-initiated activities which support their problem solving skills, communication, and personal and social skills. They are able to use equipment designed to help with their gross motor development and have opportunities to develop their confidence in using different apparatus.
