· Teachers follow the dyslexia-friendly principles when presenting text to pupils when necessary:

· Homework is set for all pupils in the most appropriate format and style

· There is an inclusive approach to marking pupils’ work following a strict marking policy.
· School has some access to a range of interpreters as required including British sign language.
· Braille tutors are available, if needed, from the Local Authority

· Advise and support available from the Local Authority sensory team

· Basic signing is used in some Assembly times

· All pupils are taught some basic signing skills through the sign of the week.
· Provision of ICT equipment, including touch screen computer, signs & symbols and communicating print programmes, adapted keyboards and mouse, the use of specialist APPs, IPads

· Extra time, reader support and writer support are made available as required in all test and assessments
· 1 to 1 Teaching assistant support to help access information when needed.
