Science

Nutrition:

Know and sort foods into their food groups and know their
nutritional value. Investigate a range of pet foods and identify
which nutrition animals need and why. Investigate the amount of
sugar in fizzy drinks through an experiment.

RE:

Energy:
Know the gift of the Holy Spirit within them gives them energy and the

power to live the way of Jesus. Know the symbols used for the Holy
Spirit — wind and fire — are symbols of power and energy. Know at
Pentecost, the disciples were filled by the gifts of the Holy Spirit and
went out courageously to carry the Gospel of Jesus to the whole world.
Choices

Know when making a choice, it is important to examine your
conscience in order to make a good choice and minimise bad effects for
ourselves and others. Know the Sacrament of Reconciliation is a
celebration of God’s love and mercy; it is about the forgiveness of sin
and being reconciled with God and one another.

Special Places

Know the Christian community has many special places: places where
people gather for prayer and worship; places are holy because of their
association with Jesus or holy people; places of pilgrimage.

DT: Textiles: Cushions

Know how to sew cross-stitch and applique.
Know how to design a cushion and its
template. Know how to decorate fabric using
applique and running stitch. Know how to
assemble a cushion.

Art: Power Prints

Know about great artists focusing on Elizabeth
Catlett and her work on African American
women. Know how to recreate ‘Women at
work’ using sketching skills. Know how to
create tone and use different materials to
create light and dark. Know to use drawing to
create prints.

Maths: Y3 RSJ

Know how to add and subtract fractions. Know how to
recognise and identify fractions in a set of objects.

Know about pounds and pence, and how to add and
subtract different amounts of money. Know how to find
change.

Know minutes and hours. Know how to count in roman
numerals to 10. Know how to find the time on analogue
and digital clocks.

Know
how we can be like God in our communities and
show love, compassion, forgiveness. Know what
it feels like to be loved by God and loved by a
community.

Computing — Branching databases

Know that yes/no questions are a type of data collector to
separate objects into groups. Know how to create a tree structure
using multiple questions. Know how to arrange objects into a
branching structure. Know why it is important for a database to
be well structured. Know how to create an identification tool.

Music:

Know the style of Reggae music through listening. Know how to
use stave notation to perform sections. Know how to apply
improvisation and call and response. Know how to compose a 4-
bar pitch notated rhythm.
