. Fractions

This term Year 2 will begin the year focussing on multiplication and division
using the 2, 5 and 10 times table. Children will focus on statistics using
tally charts and pictograms. During the Lent term, they will be learning
about properties of 2D and 3D shapes and finish the term learning about
fractions, recognising a half, quarter, third and three quarters.
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Books — The children will learn about the Bible. Focussing on
recognising and retelling some parts of different Bible stories. We
will know how to describe how the Gospels are used by the parish
family and ‘lived out’, giving some examples.

Thanksgiving — In this topic, we will be exploring the Last Supper.
The children will focus on retelling most parts of the Last Supper
and describe many ways how Catholics try to live out what they
have experienced at Mass.

Opportunities — During this topic, we will focus on retelling many
parts of Palm Sunday, Maundy Thursday, Good Friday and Easter
Sunday. The children will learn and describe how Christians use

the time of Lent to find ways to help others, giving many examples.

PE: Gymnastics and Jumping

Know that curved means a line or outline which
gradually deviates from being straight for some
or all of its length. Know different ways to move
along a curved pathway.

We will develop our
use of new vocabulary and use new words correctly in sentences.

Non - Fiction: Non - chronological report — Great Fire of London.

We will be focusing on non - fiction texts this term, knowing the features of
a non - chronological report and applying them to our own piece of writing
about the Great Fire of London.

PSHE: Emotional Wellbeing.

Computing: Robot algorithms — Programming

e To know that an algorithm can only be followed by a
computer if it is clear and precise.
e To know that the same instruction can be used to make

more than one algorithm.

e To know how to compare a prediction to an outcome.

e To know how to test my mat and make improvements.

e To know that the algorithm will create a program.

e To know that a program may need to be debugged if it isn’t
correct.
